Securing and Screening Volunteers

The Building Principal or his/her designee directs the use of volunteers within the school. Specifically, the
Principal or designee directslunteer recruitment, screening, placement, and training within the following
perimeters:

1. Qualifications. Volunteers may come from all backgrounds and all age groups. The main qualification for a
volunteer is that he or she has a desire to giverther time and talent in order to enrich student learning
opportunities and the school community generally.

2.Persons Not Allowed to Serve as Volunteers No per son who i s a fAregi st el
a volunteer. Every time a new list @gistered sex offenders is received, the Building Principal or his/her
designee shall review it for any person’'s name who has submitted a volunteer information form during that
school year. Whenever someone submits a new volunteer information form, lifiad@Brincipal or designee

shall review the sex offender list. The Building Principal may request a volunteer submit to a criminal
background investigation if the individual will be working over a long period of time in direct contact with
students wherao staff member is continuously present or in other situations where a check would be prudent.

3. Recruitment. School personnel may recruit volunteers through the following resources:

parent(s)/guardians, parent organizations, retired teachers and other serioigottups, community

businesses, local volunteer organizations, and universities. If a staff member, other than the Principal, recruits
a volunteer, the staff member must provide the volunteer's name and address to the Principal.

4. Role. Volunteers seve only in an auxiliary capacity under the direction and supervision of a staff member;
they are not a substitute for a member of the school staff. Volunteers do not have accesdetatiebstudent
school records or any other personally identifiabfermation(P.A 16-67). Anymatter arising while the
volunteer is serving in an assigned role must be referred to faculty or the administration.

5. Selection, Placement, and SupervisioYolunteer selection and placement shall be on the basis of the
volunt eer 6s qualifications and availability and th
membetby t he school admi ni strat i on .Ehardlationshippetweentah t
volunteer and staff member should be one of mlutespect and confidence.

6. Screenings Screening volunteers is critical because of the vulnerability of the population the school district
serves. Each volunteer must register in the school's main office at the beginning of each visit and wear a name
tag while in the building. Unless he or she has already done so during the current academic year, the volunteet
must complete an information form and waiver. Absent an indication on the form that the volunteer may not
qualify, e.g. the volunteer is a conted felon, the volunteer may proceed to the assigned activity.

(A background check on volunteevil be conducted prior to any volunteer serving in the schddlese
administrative procedureare in alignment with state required procesyes

A requesto volunteer or to continue volunteering will be denied if the volunteer behaves in any manner that
demonstrates he or she is not a good role model or is otherwise detrimentaittoléms, faculty aschool
environment. Examples of such behavior inelusivearing, failing to be dependable, failing to follow the
supervisor's instructionbyeaching confidentialitgnd committingany criminal act on school grounds or at a

school activity, touching a student in a rude or overly forceful manner, failitdigegs in an appropriate

7. Training . Each academic year, when a person first completes the volunteer registration form, the Principal
or designee should give the person a copy of this administrative procedure along with other pertinent
information. Theprincipal andstaff member to whom the volunteer is assigned is responsible for explaining
his or her expectations of the volunteer. The Principal or designee should arrange appropriate training
opportunities for those volunteer activities requiring a skikmywledge base, e.g., working in the computer

lab.

8. Expectations.A volunteer should always be a good role model for stud€otanteers must report directly

to their assignment after registering in the main offibeamples of unacceptable behavimludes, but are

not limited tovisiting a classroom without prior permissi@wearing, failing to be dependable, failing to

foll ow the supervisoro6s instructions, committing
touching a studenhian inappropriate manner, failing to dress appropriately or violating any school rules.

Policies and Procedures

SEXUAL HARASSMENT - EMPLOYEES/EMPLOYEES, STUDENTS/STUDENTS,
STUDENTS/EMPLOYEES

DEFINITION OF SEXUAL HARASSMENT

Sexual harassment is a violation of Title VII of Civil Rights Act of 1964 as well as Connecticut General
Statutes8 46a60 (a) (8)1. Sexual harassment is generally defined under both state and federal law as
unwelcome sexual adves®, requests for sexual favors and other verbal or physical actions of a sexual
nature.

POLICY STATEMENT:
5145.5

It is the policy of the East Granby School District to maintain a learning and working environment that is
free from sexual harassment. T$whool district therefore prohibits any form of sexual harassment in the
workplace and school buildings, or at schspbnsored activities and events where staff and/or students
are in contact with each other.

It shall be a violation of this policy foma student or employee of the district to harass a student or an
employee through conduct or communication of a sexual nature as defined by this policy or as prohibited
by law.

The school district will act to investigate all complaints, either formahformal, verbal or written, of
sexual harassment and to discipline any student or employee who sexually harasses a student or employs
of the district.

Definitions and Examples

A. Sexual harassment consists of unwelcome sexual advances, requestaidbria/ors, sexually
motivated physical conduct or other verbal or physical contact or communication of a sexual nature when:

1 Submission to that conduct or communication is made a term or condition, either explicitly or
implicitly, of obtaining or réaining employment: or
9 Submission to or rejection of that conduct or communication by an individual is used as a factor in

deci sions affecting that individual 6s empl oymen
1 The conduct or communication has the purpose or effect atautially or unreasonably interfering
with an individual 6s empl oyment or education en

Any sexual harassment as defined herein when perpetrated upon a student or staff member shall be treat:
as sexual harassment under this policy.

In determining whether the alleged conduct constitutes sexual harassment, the school district shall
consider the surrounding circumstances, the nature of the sexual advances, relationships between th
parties involed, and the context in which the alleged incidents occurred. Whether a particular action or
incident constituted sexual harassment requires a determination based upon all facts and surroundin
circumstances.

The investigation may consist of personal imiews with the complainant, the individual(s) against
whom the complaint is filed, and others who may have knowledge of the alleged incident(s) or
circumstances giving rise to the complaint. The investigation may also consist of any other methods,
documets, or interviews deemed pertinent by the investigator.

In addition, the school district may take immediate steps at its discretion, to protect the complainant
and/or other students and employees pending completion of an investigation of allegedasagsaidnt.

The investigating party shall make a final written report, which shall include a recommendation as to the
validity of the complaint, to the Superintendent and the Human Rights Officer(s) upon completion of the
investigation, but no later thgB0) days from the initial receipt of the complaint. If the Superintendent is
the subject of the complaint, the final report shall be submitted to the Board of Education and the Human
Rights Officer(s).

School District Action

Upon receipt of the finalritten report, the Superintendent or his/her designee shall take appropriate
action based upon the results of the investigation. If the Superintendent is the subject of the complaint,
such action shall be taken by the Board of Education.

The result of he investigation of each complaint filed under these procedures shall be reported to the
complainant and the accused by the Superintendent or his/her designee. If the Superintendent is th:
subject of the complaint, such report shall be made to the Bo&duahtion. The report shall document

any disciplinary action taken as a result of the complaint.

The district may take disciplinary action against any person found to have maliciously filed a false
complaint.

Reprisal Prohibited

The district will dscipline any individual who retaliates against any person who reports alleged sexual
harassment or who retaliates against any person who testifies, assists, or participates in the investigatior
proceeding, or hearing related to a sexual harassment camplataliation includes, but is not limited to,

any form of intimidation, reprisal, or harassment.
Right to Alternate Complaint Procedures

These procedures do not deny or limit the right of any individual to pursue other avenues of recourse
which mayinclude filing charges with the State Department of Human Rights, the Equal Employment
Opportunity Commission, initiating civil action or seeking redress under the State Criminal Statutes
and/or Federal Law. Discipline Any school district action takenyauntsto this policy will be consistent

with the requirement of applicable bargaining agreements, state law and school district policies. The
school district shall take the disciplinary action it deems necessary and appropriate to end sexual
harassment antb prevent its recurrence. Such disciplinary action may include, but is not limited to, the
issuance of a warning, reprimand, counseling, suspension, or discharge.

Students who engage in any act of bullying, on school grounds, at a-sposbred or schootlated
activity, function or program whether on or off school grounds, at a school bus stogcbach bus or
other vehicle owned, leased or usgttie Board of Education, or through the o$@n electronic device
or an electronic mobile device owned, leased or used by the Board of

Education, and outside of the school setting if such bullying:

1. creates a hostile environment at school for thienvjc

2. Infringeson the rights of the victim at school, or

3. Substantiallydisrupts the education process or the orderly operation of a sdreokubject to
appropriate disciplinary action up to and including suspension, expulsion amféoral to lav
enforcement officials.

The Statute also provides that bullying policies may include provisions addressing bullying outside of the
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school setting if it has a direct and negative impact on a student's academic performance or safety in school.

Such conducts disruptive of the educational process and, therefore, bullying is not acceptable behavior in
this district and is prohibited.

Students who engage in any act of bullying while at school, at any school function, or in connection to or
with any districtsponsored activity or event are subject to appropriate disciplinary action up to and including
suspension, expulsion and/or referral to law enforcement officials.

Students and/or parents may file verbal or written complaints concerning suspected belgagr, and
students shall be permitted to anonymously report acts of bullying to teachers and school administrators
Any report of suspected bullying behavior will be promptly reviewed. If acts of bullying are verified,
prompt disciplinary action may biaken against the perpetrator, consistent with his/her rights of due
process. Board policy and regulation #5131.911 set forth this prohibition and the related procedures in
detail, and are available to students and their parents/guardians on the sthiobpdge of Edline under

"Cyber bullying" means any act of bullying through the use of the Internet, interactive and digital
technologies, cellular mobile telephone or other mobile electronidcetevor any electronic
communications. Further, "mobile electronic device" means any-ielddor other portable electronic
equipment capable of providing data communication between two or more individuals, including, but not
limited to, a text messagingedice, a paging device, a personal digital assistant, a laptop computer,
equipment that is capable of playing a video game or a digital video disk, or equipment on which digital
photographs are taken or transmitted. Finally, "electronic communication rapgrtsansfer of signs,
signals, writing, images, sounds, data or intelligence of any nature transmitted in whole or in part by a
wire, radio, electromagnetic, phesbectronic or phot@ptical system.

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Students and community members who believe they have been the victims of such ntisciseoddgy,
as described in this policy, should not erase the offending material from the systeopy Af the
material should be printed and bgtt to the attention of the school administrator or

East Granby Public Schools Director of Technology Services.

The administration shall fully investigate all reports of cyberbullying.

In situations in which the cyberbullying originated from a 4school computer, but brought tthe
attention of school officials, any disciplinary action shall be based upon whether the conduct is
determined to be severely disruptive of the educational process so that it markedly interseptyaly
impedes the dato-day operations of a school. In addition, such conduct must also Welation of a
publicized school policy. Such conduct includes, but is not limited to, threats ¢o kilrt a staff member

or student. The administration will involve law enforcemefitiafls as they deem necessary.
